injured animals from government agencies.

The Toucan Rescue Ranch works closely with the Ministry of Environment and Energy of
Costa Rica (MINAE) who brings injured and displaced wildlife to the center. TRR provides
sanctuary while giving treatment and rehabilitation. Whenever possible the animal is released

to their natural environment.
